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Abstract

This check-list of liverworts (Marchan/iophy /a) and hOll1worts (A n/hocer%phy/ai of Italy 
(including Sardinia and Sicily) comprises 279 species, 5 subspecies and 12 varieties 
representing 81 genera and 40 families; it also inc1udes a li st or excluded or doubtful taxa and 
a list of names or uncertain attribution. The main list inc ludes tabu lar distributional data, by 
region , based partly on literature records and mostly on herbarium material, especially for 
rare and doubtful spec ies; it differentiates between reports based on pre-1950 collections and 
those based on more recentl y published information when useful. CriticaI notes on 
distributional and taxonomica l problems are added. 

Introduction 

The beginnings of Italian Iiverwort and hornwort study can be traced to the end of the 
18th and the beginning of the 19th century, with the publication of several works which 
included, along with phanerogams, lists of bryophytes (both mosses and hepatics) for 
various regions of Italy, particularly the centraI and southern areas. (Cortini Pedrotti & 
Tosco 1988, Cortini Pedrotti & Aleffi 1993). In Jungermanniograjia etrusca, Raddi 
(1820), cited as the "Father of liverwort study" by Nees von Esenbeck, reformed hepatic 
classification and nomenclature, previously united indi sc riminantly in the genus 
Jungermannia by his predecessors. 

However, the first true list of Italian bryophytes was completed by Bertoloni in his 
Flora Ira li ca Cryptogama (1858- 1862), which reported 375 mosses and 90 hepatics , 
including a diagnosis and a comment on their distribution in ltaly . In 1874, Trevisan in 
hi s Nuovo Censo delle Epatiche italiane, published a Iist reporting 176 hepatics for the 
Italian flora. 

After Raddi, the most important figure in the field of hepatic systematics was, without 
any doubt, Massalongo, who from 1877 to 1927 developed exhaustive studies, floristic 
and taxonomic, of ltalian Iiverworts. Hc completed the criticaI revi s ion of the genera 
Jungermannia, Scapania, Radula, Porella, Cephaloziella subgen. Dichiton, Cephalozia, 
Calypogeia, Gymnomitrion and Marsup ella and of the families Jubulaceae, Ricciaceae, 
Lepido ziaceae, Ptilidiaceae and Marchantiaceae. Bis career was crowned with the 
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publication of Prospetto analitico dell' Epaticologia Italiana (1923), a summary of 
preceding monographs which enumerated 257 hepatics, with numerous observations and 
annotations regarding nomenclature and synonymyo 

Unfortunately, Massalongo was not able to complete his generaI monograph on 
liverworts and to produce a flora for Italyo This was later achieved by Zodda (1934) on 
assignment by the Italian botanical Society; based on Massalongo's monographic works, 
the volume Hepaticae of the Flora Italica Cryptogama remains even today the only flora 
for hepatics in Italyo After an introduction on generaI characteristics, Zodda provided a 
synoptic table of the subclasses, orders, families and genera with a latin diagnosis of the . 
various systematic units and relevant analytic keyso A total of 271 liverwort species wer.e 
described, and for each Zodda provided a latin diagnosis, a list of forms and varieties , a 
generaI drawing with some details (spores, elaters, thal1us sections, etco), substratum 
characteristics and Italian and worldwide distributiono 

The first bibliography conceming Iiverworts was completed by Barsali (1902a, 1916b)o 
His Bibliografia Epaticologica Italiana reported 322 bibliographic citations for liverworts 
in Italyo Zodda provided a more recent liverwort bibliography (1934) at the beginning of 
the above-mentioned Flora ftalica Cryptogama; it inc1uded 371 bibliographic citationso 
The latest and most complete bibliography is Cortini Pedrotti's 1986 Bibliografia 
Briologica d'Italia, which contains 1232 citations of bryological works (regarding both 
mosses and liverworts) published between 1697 and 19840 

The present check-list is based on information gleaned from the literature, from studies 
and revisions (in particular for species from taxonomical1y difficult genera or groups of 
species of doubtful occurrence) of bryological col1ections in various Italian and foreign 
institùtional or private herbaria, from the authors' recent observations and reports and 
those of numerous European bryologistso 

With a few exception, nomenc1ature fol1ows Grolle (1983) ; patronym abbreviations 
fol1ow Brummit & Powel1 (1992)0 

Regional distribution is reported for each specieso The Italian regions are ordered from 
north to south and abbreviated according to the Check-list of the Mosses of Italy (Cortini 
Pedrotti 1992):

The check-Iist also provides criticaI notes on some important misidentifications, about 
nomenclatural and taxonomical problems and about species for which only one report is 
known. 

Species to be considered absent from the Italian flora , either due to revision of 
herbarium specimens or because of their ecology, have been Iisted alphabetical1y in an 
appendix. A second appendix lists taxonomical1y unclear binomials and species of 
doubtful ecology and chorology for which herbarium specimens could not be traced and 
checked. The bibliographic source has been cited for each of these species. 

Final1y, an exhaustive Iiverwort bibliography of 786 citations completes the work. 
Publication of the check-Iist of the liverworts and hornworts of Italy comes exactly 60 

years after Zodda's Flora ftalica Cryptogama. It provides the complete Iist of hepatics 
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known to date in Italian territory, defined by its current political borders, citing a total of 
279 species, 5 subspecies and 12 varieties united in 81 genera and 40 families. Another 34 
incorrectly identified species were exc\uded, while the identification of another 7 seems 
uncertain. 

The present work lists 35 more species than the Flora ftalica Cryptogama (without 
counting the subspecies and varieties). However, the present work exc\udes 4 species 
which are not on Italian territory and 12 which are synonyms; another 8 are placed with 
exc\uded taxa and 5 wlth dubious species. This brings Zodda's total of species to 244 
which are currently considered val id. 

The present work, like the Check-list oJ the Mosses oJ ltaly by Cartini Pedrotti 
(1992), aspires ta offer a natable contributian to the knowledge of Italy's true Iiverwort 
patrimony, ane of the richest in Europe, and thus to serve as a starting point for further 
updates and more in-depth studi es.

Bocchieri 12 June, 1988) (Cortini 
Pedrotti & Aleffi 1994).

The discovery and revi sion of 
the herbarium specimen (leg. Zodda 28 March, 1909 "A l pie' di una rupe lavica in silo 
presso Aci Castel/o". 80 m.) conserved in the Levier Herbarium [FIl, confirrns Zodda's 
first report (1911). E. puslulosa was recently found near Bronte (Catania) in Sicilia 
(Puglisi , Aleffi & Privitera 1994). 

33. The species was reported dubiously by Dtill (1991) for TRA. He says, in fact, that ali 
the reports before 1900 are not confirmed, probably because he confused it with F. 
wondraczekii. The report for FRV (leg. Breidler, on moist ground near Pontebba, 1250 
m.) is by Mtiller (1906-16) . 

34. The report for SAR refers to a herbarium specimen gathered by I. Bisang 28 March, 
1993 near Monte Longu (Orosei) (Bisang 1994). 

35 . The herbarium specimen for SAR (leg. Major & Cossu 17 March , 1910, Sassari alla 
Guglia, del. Zodda per F. wondraczekii) (Zodda 1914) corresponds to F. pusi/la var. 
decipiens (rev. M. A., 1994).

In fact, this species is 
probably very common and has been often confused - on base-rich substrates - with J. 
sphaerocarpa (see Vana 1976).

45 . The reports for SAR by Moris (1829) for Maracalagonis and by Massalongo (1885) 
for Taquisara, not being confirmed by herbarium specimens, are considered uncertain 
by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

46. Often confused with J. confertissima (especially on base-rich and calcareous 
substrates). The only reports confirmed to date are for TOS (Cortini Pedrotti & al. 
1991) and ABR (Mastracci & DOli 1991).

The report for SAR (Aritzo) by Moris (1829), not being confirmed by herbarium 
specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

52. The herbarium specimens [TO] (leg. Carestia 1881, Alagna Valsesia under the Bors 
glacier at M. Rosa, in the locality called M. Oliveto) are confirmed by Va~a (conf 1. 
V., 1994). 

53. The report for TRA by Bisang (1991) refers to a specimen gathered by Suse 4 
September, 1896 (Hb Miiller, S) at Karereseehotel (Carezza al Lago). 

54. The report for PIE (leg. Gola 1911, Val Macra below Colle di Soleglio Bue, TO) 
corresponds to L. bantriensis (rev. R. S., June, 1994). 

55. Only reported by Aleffi & al. (in press) for the side. of the Monti della Laga which face 
the regions of Lazio and Abruzzo. This species is new for Italy. 

56. Only reported by Jones (1969) for Passo di CostaI unga. Probably overlooked. 

57 . The repOrt for SAR (Iglesias) by Moris (1829), not being confirmed by herbarium 
specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72) . 

58. The report by Miiller (1906-16) for "Italien, Seealpen, Seeufer Tre Colpas 2150 m. und 
Lac de La Madone 2250 m. (leg. Corbière)" [CHER] refers to locations on French 
territory. The specimen was corretly identified (conf J. V. & R. S., 1994). Thus this 
species is to be searched for in Italy . 

59. The report l'or TRA by Diill (1991) seems doubtful. Diill , in fact , seems to have 
reported a data of Zodda (1934) for the Dolomites and Alpi Carniche, attributing them 
to S. Tirol. Yet Zodda (1934) reports the species only for the Alpi Giulie ana M. Pelmo 
in Bellunese. Probably Diill has confused Miiller's reports (1951-58). In any case, the 
report for "Dolomiten" is too generic and that for "Karnische Alpen" is to be referred 
to the Veneto and not to Trentino-Alto Adige. 

60. For the revision of the genus Marchantia L. see Bischler-Causse (1993) . On the basis 
of this revision M. polymorpha vaL aquatica corresponds to M. polymorpha subsp . 
polymorpha, M. alpeslris to M. polymorpha subsp. montivagans and M. polymorpha 
auct. to M. polymorpha subsp. ruderalis. However, many reports from Italy have been 
placed generically under the binomial M. polymorpha L. "sensu lato" and thus under 
the subsp. ruderalis. A revision of herbarium specimens is necessary. 

6 I . Only reported by Massalongo & Carestia (1882) l'or Riva Valsesia (Alpe Rizzolo at 
Lago Bianco) (conf J. V., 1993). 

62. The report l'or SIC (lacking a precise location) by Diill (in litt. , 12 March, 1991 l, has 
not been checked. 

63. Only a generic report by Diill (1991) for S. Tirol. 

64 . The report by Massalongo (1909) for PIE (leg . Carestia 1882, "ad rupes supra Riva 
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Valsesia ex lo co Sause" per M. badensis) is included in M. funckii. The reports for 
TRA (Torbiera del Vedes) by Pedrotti (1978) correspond to Gymnocolea infiara and 
Cladopodiella francisci. 

65. The report for TRA (Torbiera del Vedes) by Pedrotti (1978) corresponds to 
Cladopodiella fiuitans. 

66. The herbarium specimen [BER) for LOM (Val Brembana) by Rodegher (1896) 
corresponds to Chiloscyphus pallescens. 

67. The report forTRA (Laghi di Sopranes) is by Schwab (in lill ., IO February, 1993). 

68. The reports for TOS , not being confirmed by herbarium specimens , are to be 
considered as uncertain. 

69. Only reported by lack ( 1898) for Merano. 

70 . Only reported by MUlIer (1906-16) for TRA (Lago di Braies "am kleinen See", 1906 v. 
Degen, det. Schiffner). 

7 I . The herbarium specimens for PIE (Alpe Larec) by Carestia in 1881 [TO) and 1883 [FI) 
correspond to O. elongatum (rev. R. S., 1994). The herbarium specimen for PIE (Ieg. 
Maccagno 12 October, 1921 , Col di Mombarone, 2.000 m., TO) corresponds to 
Chiloscyphus pallescens. The herbarium specimen for TOS (leg. Bottini 1888, near 
Seravezza, TO) corresponds to J ungermannia sphaerocarpa. The presence of the 
species is confirmed for PIE, LOM and TOS by the revision of ali available herbarium 
specimens (rev. R. S., 1993). 

72. Bergdolt (1926) reports the species for FRV (M. Canale near Collina, m. 1.800), VEN 
(Gola di Sottoguda alla Marmol ada) and TRA (near Molveno in Val Persa, Cima Roma, 
below Bocca di Vali azza, m. 2.300). 

73. The report for CAL refers to a herbarium specimen [CA ME) gathered by D. Punti Ilo on 
4 lanuary, 1985 at Campagnano di Rende (Cosenza) (con! M. A., 1994). The report 
for SAR (S. Margherita, between Pula and Cala d 'Osti a) by Herzog (1905), not being 
confirmed by herbarium specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & lovet-Ast 
(1971-72). 

74. In the literature P. asplenioides s .s. and P. porelloides are often confused. A 
systematic revision of the herbarium specimens is nece ssary. 

75. Only reported by Cortini Pedrotti & al. (1991) for Apuan Alps (Seravezza, Renara di 
Gronda). 

76. Only reported by Cortini Pedrotti & al. (1991) for Apuan Alps. 

77. The report for AOS refers to a herbarium specimen gathered by R. S. & 1. V. on 26 
May , 1994 at the Lago di Combal (in li/l. , lune, 1994). The report for PIE refers to 
some herbarium spec il1lens [MRSN) gathered in various locat ions in Va l Sangone. 

78. Boisselier-Dubayle & Bischler (1994), conducted a study on the morphological and 
molecular characteristics of European species of Porella . The analysis were directed 
towards a reassessment of relationships between the different species and the 
definition 01' improved morphological character sets for discriminating the taxa. For 
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morphological and taxonomical problems regarding the species of the genus Porella 
see also Grolle (1983). Following this revision, P. platyphylloidea is excluded from 
the European nora as is P. baueri, although it is c1ear that P. platyphylla is a complex 
species. 

79. The report for SAR (lacking a precise location) is by Diill (in lill. , 1993). The report 
for SAR (Ingurtosu, gola di Pizzinurri) by Barbey (1884), not being confirmed by 
herbarium specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

80. The report for SIC (Palermo Botanical Gardens) by Dia & Aiello (1992) corresponds to 
R. palmata (rev. R. S., 1994). Probably introduced. 

8 I . The report for TOS (Apuan Alps) by Rossetti (1890), not being confirmed by 
herbarium specimens, is considered uncertain by Cortini Pedrotti & al. (1991), given 
the species' ecology. 

82. The report for SAR (Carloforte, S. Pietro) by Herzog (1905), not being confirmed by 
herbarium specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

83. Only reported by Schumacker (in lill., September, 1994) for the Gran Paradiso 
National Park. A report of Riccia sorocarpa var. nana by Kem exists (1910) for TRA 
(Piz Sesvenna west of the Rifugio Rasass in the Valle di Slingia, on calcareous terrain 
at 2.300 m.) which Gams (1951) interpreted as Riccia breidleri (Geissler 1984). 
However, notwithstanding on-site research , the species has not been found to date, 
and the herbarium specimens gathered by Gams all refer to locations on Austrian and 
Swiss territory . Thus the species is new for Italy. 

84. The reports for PIE by Re (1821) and for TOS by Raddi (1808) correspond to R. 
crystallina. The report for PUG (Otranto) is by Schwab (in lill., IO February, 1993). 
For morphological differences between R. cavernosa and R. crystallina compare 
Jovet-Ast (1964-65, 1986). 

85. The report for SAR (Iglesias) by Moris (1829), not being confirmed by herbarium 
specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

86. Only reported by Diill (1968) for Tagliamento River near Latisana (Udine). 

87. Only reported by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72) l'or Olbia, Cagliari, Seui and Ittiri . 

88. Only reported by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72) for Bosa and Alghero. 

89. Only reported by Baudoin & al. (1984) l'or Pachino. 

90. The report for SAR (Carloforte) by Herzog (1905), not being confirmed by herbarium 
specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet- Ast (1971-72). 

9 I . Reports by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72) refer to some herbarium specimens of 
Miiller for Cagliari [PC], Gennari (without a precise location) [RO] and De Notaris for 
Pula [PC]. 

92 . The report fo r SAR (without a preci se location) by Miiller (1951-58), not being 
confirmed by herbarium specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast 
(1971-72) and very improbable phytogeographically.

93. The report for SAR by Herzog (1905), not being confirmed by herbarium specimens, 
is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

94. Only reported by Miiller (1901) for Revolto (Verona) (leg. Massalongo 21 September, 
1878 "ad lruncos emarcidos Pini piceae, prope Revolto", VER; con! R. G., 1975). 

95. In the group of S. curIa various species can be distinguished on the basis of the 
characteristics of the perianth and the propagules; in their absence one can only speak 
of S. curta s.l. or of sect. Marginatae o lmmarginatae. 

96 . The reports for LOM, TRA, VEN, TOS (Impruneta) and UMB, not being confirmed by 
herbarium specimens, are considered uncertain by Miiller (1951-58), given the 
species' ecology. The report for TOS (Apuan Alps near Seravezza) corresponds to S. 
aspera (Miiller 1951-58). The herbarium specimen for the Island of Montecristo (leg. 
Beguinot 29 December, 1897, VER; con! R. S. & J. V. , 23 May, 1994) is the only 
one confirmed for Italy, in agreement with Miiller's affirmation (1951-58). 

97. Only reported by R. Schumacker [LGHF] (in litt., September, 1994) for the Gran 
Paradiso National Park. New for Italy. 

98. The report by Massalongo (1902b) for Revolto (Verona) is confirmed by Grolle (con! 
R. G., 1975). This rare species has been found in abundance in the Gran Paradiso 
National Park (AOS) (leg. R. S. 1994, Lillaz, LGHF). 

99 . The report for PIE refers to a herbarium specimen [TO] gathered by Carestia in 1882 
near Riva Valsesia al Colletto and erroneously identified as Cephaloziella elachista. 
Revision by R. S. & J. V. on 23 May , 1994 demonstrated that it is Cephaloziella cfr. 
rube/la; in the same specimen both Lophozia longidens and S. mucronata were 
contemporaneously found. 

100. S. obscura differs from S. subalpina by it very short and narrow stem, by its almost 
equal and entire lobes, without thickened margins , by its smaller gemmae and by its 
ecology, being restricted to arctic alpine conditions (melting snowbed at high 
altitude). This species is new for Italy. 

101. This species is new for Italy. 

102. The report for PIE is a very generic one; in fact , Miiller (1951-58) mentions it for the 
Pennine Alps without referring to any precise locality . 

103. Only reported by Massalongo (1885) for Valle di Tregnago near Revolto (Verona) 
(leg. Massalongo 1878 "ad Iruncos subpulridos in sylvis piniferis circa Revo/IO, 
provo Verona " , VER, TO; con! R. G., 1975). Stephani (1898-1924) indicates as a 
second location "Abruzzen". However, the data is not confirmed by Miiller (1906-16) 
who claims never to have seen specimens from this locality. Recent field research 
failed to identify the species in this region; it is thus to be considered dubious. From a 
taxonomical point of view, in contrast with Miiller (1951-58) and Schljakov (1981), 
Schuster (1966-92) and Grolle (1983) consider S. scapanioides as a distinct species 
l'rom S. glaucocephala; the problem remains open. 

104 . The report for TOS (Island of Montecristo) by Cortini (1980) corresponds to S. 
compacla . 

105. The report for TOS (Apuan Alps) by Ferrarini & Marchetti (1983) corresponds to 
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Diplophyllum albicans. 

106. The report for SAR (Iacking a precise location) by Moris (1829) corresponds to S. 
compacta (Bischler & Jovet-Ast 1971-72). 

107. The report for SAR by Herzog (1905), not being confirmed by herbarium specimens, 
is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). 

108. The report for SAR (Iacking a precise location) by Haynes (1910), not being 
confirmed by herbarium specimens, is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast . 
(1971-72). 

109. According to Zamora & al. (1989) it is imposs ible to distinguish either 
morphologically or anatomically T. hypophylla from T. lorbeeriana. It should be 
reduced to the varietal rank. 

I IO. The report for LOM (Agro di Como) by Garovaglio (1844) has been considered 
doubtful by Miiller (1906-16) and by Massalongo (1913). The report for TRA 
(Brennero) is by Miiller (1906-16). 

1 I I. The report for PIE refers lO an old herbarium specimen [TOl gathered in Valsesia (con! 
R. S., 1994). The report by Miiller (1906-16) for " /falien , Seealpen beim See Tre 
Colpas 2/50 m. (Ig. Corbière)" refers to locations on French territory . 
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Excluded taxa 

Cephalozia lucens (Evans) Steph. 
Reported by Rodegher (1896) for LOM (along the Brembo at Olmo and near Averara, 

sub Jungermannia lucens). The species does not exist in Italy; it Iives only in the 
Hawaiian Islands. The herbarium specimen [BER] could not be found. 

Cephaloziella elachista (Jack ex Gottsche & Rabenh.) Schiffn. 
The herbarium specimens [TO] gathered by Carestia in 1882 for Riva Valsesia al 

Colletto correspond to the group C. rubella/hampeana. Also reported generically for Italy 
by Douin (1920). This report refers to a herbarium specimen conserved in the Douin 
Herbarium [BR], gathered by Nicholson in ApriI, 1910 at the "solfatara of Pozzuoli" near 
Naples (CAM) and identified by Schiffner as C. byssacea (= C. divaricata). In addition 
there is a note by Douin on the specimen identifying it as C. elachista var. sulfuracea. The 
specimen revision by R. S. & J. V. confirms Schiffner's identification. The reports for 
TRA and VEN by Gerdol (1993), not being confirmed by herbarium specimens, are to be 
considered as uncertain. 

Cephaloziella integerrima (Lindb.) Warnst. 
The reports for PIE (leg. Cesati 1857, along the Sesia near Vercelli) and TOS (leg. 

Sommier 19 February, 1901, Isola d 'Elba, FI; lego Levier 1885, Firenze La Concezione, 
VER) correspond to C. calyculata (rev. M. A., 1993). 

Chiloscyphus integrifolius Lehm. & Lindenb. 
Reported by Rodegher (1896) for LOM (Val Brembana, sub Jugermannia integrifolia). 

The species does not exist in Italy; it lives only in Peru and Chi le. The herbarium 
specimen [BER] could not be found. 

Drepanolejeunea hamatifolia (Hook.) Schiffn. 
Reported by De Notaris (1859) for LOM (Carenna, Brumano, Aralatta and Monte 

Resegone, sub Lejeunea hamatifolia Dum.). Drepanolejeunea hamatifolia does not exist in 
ltaly; it is an euoceanic species which lives only on the Atlantic coasts of Portllgal, 
Spain, France, lreland, England and in Macaronesia. The herbarillm specimen (leg. Rota, 
BER) could not be fOllnd. 

tXormotheca bullosa (Link ex Lindenb.) K. MOlI. 
lncorrectly reported by Zodda (1934) for SIC (Aci Castello). The error was later 

report'ed by MOller (1951-58) and Bischler (1976). For a description of the problem see 
note (32) regarding Exormotheca pustuLosa. 

Fimbriaria blumeana Nees 
Reported by Tassi A. (1901) for TOS (Siena Botanical Gardens) . The species does not 

exist in Italy ; it Iives only in lava and in the Himalayas . The herbarium specimen 
[SIENA] could not be fOllnd . 

Fimbriaria stahlii Steph. 
Reported by Tassi A. (1901) for TOS (Siena Botanical Gardens). The species does not 

exist in Italy; it Iives only in Mexico and Guatemala. The herbarium specimen [SIENA] 
cOllld not be found. 
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Fossombronia crozalsii Corb. 
The report of Ferrarini & Marchetti (1983) for TOS (Canale di Renara in the Fosso 

della Canal a and Torrente di Antona) corresponds to F. angulosa (Cortini Pedrotti & al. 
1991 ). 

Frullania teneriffae (F. Weber) Nees 
Reported by Herzog (1905) for SAR (Canale d'Inferno, S. Pietro). The herbarium 

specimen corresponds to F. tamarisci (rev. R. G.). 

Gymnomitrion obtusum (Lindb.) Pearson 
Only reported by Glowacki (1915) for TRA (Val di Lazzago near Vipiteno). The 

herbarium specimen [TO] for LOM (leg. Davies 1903 or 1893, Santa Caterina at the feet 
of M. Sobretta) corresponds to G. conCÌnnafum (rev. R. S. & l. V., lune, 1994). The 
species as been erroneously considered as dubious (DUII 1991). 

Herbertus sendtneri (Nees) Lindb. 
Reported by Zodda (1934) for TRA (Alto Adige between Merano and Bolzano at the 

Passo della Croce, sub Schisma sendtneri Nees). Zodda erroneously reports the report by 
Dalla Torre & Sarnthein (1904) "im Anstieg zum KreuzJoch" [sub Herberta straminea 
(Dum.) Trevisan], situated on Austrian territory. In fact, Miiller (1906-16) reports the data 
of Dalla Torre & Sarnthein among the Austrian sites of the species and later (Miiller, 
1951-58) affirms that Herberta straminea is found "In den OSfalpen in einem kleinen 
Gebiet westlich und ostlich von /nnsbruck, auf einer Strecke von nur /20 km Luftlinie" , 
enriching the site Iist with a map of the species' distribution. Thus Zodda surely confused 
the Austrian toponym with the ltalian one existing between Bolzano and Merano. 

Jungermannia brembana Rota 
Only reported by Rodegher (1896) for LOM (Bergamo and Val Brembana). The 

herbarium specimen [BER] correspond to Cephaloziella divaricata (rev. R. S., lune, 
1993). 

Jungermannia caespiticia Lindenb. 
The herbarium specimen [BER] for LOM (Val Camonica) by Rodegher (1896) 

corresponds to Nardia geoscyphus. The report for PIE by Cappelletti (l 927b ) refers to a 
herbarium specimen (leg. Gola 1900, Piedimulera, TO) corresponding with 1. afrovirens 
(rev. R. S., 1994). The reports for TOS (Appennino pistoiese at the Laghetto del Greppo) 
by Barsali (l907a) and for PIE (M. Rocciacotello) by Filipello (1964), not being 
confirmed by herbarium specimens, are to be considered as uncertain. 

Jungermannia horkii Nees 
Only reported by Rodegher (1896) for LOM (Sarnico). The herbarium specimen 

[BER] corresponds to Cephaloziella sp. (rev. R. S., lune, 1993). 

Jungermannia rorata Rota 
On1y reported by Rodegher (1896) for LOM (Val Camonica and Val Brembana). The 

herbarium specimens [BER] corresponds to Cephalozia bicuspidata (rev. R. S., lune, 
1993). 
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Jungermannia subuZata Evans 
The herbarium specimen [TO] gathered by Gola in 1905 near Piedimulera (PIE) 

corresponds to J. atrovirens. The generic report for Italy by Vana (1973b), which refers to 
a herbarium specimen [BM] gathered by Strickland in 1899 (sub 1. ZanceoZata), 
corresponds to a location on Austrian territory. (Vana in Zitt., May, 1994). 

Kurzia pauciflora (Dicks.) Grolle 
The reports for PIE correspond to K. syZvatica e K. trichoclados (rev. H. Hiirlimann). 

The gatherings of Carestia (Riva Valsesia, Gola Rossa, Ovago d'Otro and Cramisei) 
correspond to K. trichoclados. Farneti (1894) reports the species doubtfully for LOM 
(Agro di Como). The reports for TRA of Dalla Torre & Sarnthein (1904) (sub Lepidozia 
setacea) correspond to K. trichoclados. Even though the herbarium specimen is sterile, 
Gerdol's determination (leg. Gerdol, 1987, Oberrasen Antholz - Rasun Anterselva above) 
is almost certainly incorrect given the species' ecology. Ali reports for TOS, after revision 
of the herbarium specimens (Cortini Pedrotti & al. 1991), correspond to K. syZvatica. Ali 
the specimens examined were confused with K. sylvatica or K. trichoclados. For the 
determination of Kurzia see Stieperaere & Schumacker (1986). 

Lejeuneaflava (Sw.) Nees subsp. moorei (Lindb.) Schust. 
Reported by Massalongo & Carestia (1882) for PIE (Alpe Casera in Valsesia, sub L. 

moorei). According to Miiller (1951-58) and Diill (1983) the identification appears c1ear1y 
incorrect. Schuster (1966-1992) notes the species in CentraI and Latine America and the 
subsp. moorei for Ireland. Confusion with yellow forms of L. cavifolia . 

Lejeunea patens Lindb. 
Following revision of the herbarium specimens ali the reports for Ita1y correspond to 

L. lamacerina and L. cavifolia. L. patens only Iives along the Atlantic coasts of Europe. 
For the distinction between L. patens, L. lamacerina and L. cavifolia see Miiller (1951-58) 
and Geissler (1987). 

Lepidozia cupressina (Sw.) Lindenb. 
The report for FRV (M. Cretabianca) by Gortani (1955), not being confirmed by 

herbarium specimens, is to be considered as uncertain. L. cupressina is a marked1y oceanic 
species which Iives in isolated 10cations (Vosges, Black Forest) under oceanic influences. 

Leptoscyphus cuneifolius (Hook.) Mitt. 
Reported by Rodegher (1896) for LOM (Ca' S. Marco in Val Brembana, 5 ub 

Jungermannia cuneifolia). The herbarium specimen [BER] corresponds to Cephalozia 
bicuspidata (rev. R. S., lune, 1993). 

Metz.geria temperata Kuwah. 
The report for ABR (Vallone di Cacciagrande, Abruzzo National Park) of Mastracci & 

Diill (1991), corresponds to M. furcata (rev. M. A. , 14 October, 1994). 

Nardia insecta Lindb. 
Reported by Levier (1905) for AOS (leg. Vaccari, Piccolo S. Bernardo; det. Bryhn, 

sub Alicularia geoscypha De Not. fo. insecta (Lindb.) K. Mii11.). Following revision by 
Schumacker & al. (1986) the herbarium specimen corresponds to N. geoscyphus. 
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Phaeoceros carolinianus (Michx.) Prosk. 
The report for TRA by DUII (1983) (sub P. laevis subsp. carolinianus) is excluded by 

the author (in litt. , 1993). 

Plagiochila spinulosa (Dicks.) Dum. 
Ali herbarium specimens for PIE, LOM, FRV and TOS were confused with P . 

killarniensis and P. porelloides. P. spinulosa is a North-Atlantic/Macaronesian species 
(Grolle & Schumacker 1982). In Italy only P. killarniens is exists, with a South­
Atlantic/Macaronesian distribution (Cortini Pedrotti & al. 1991). For identification of the 
Plagiochila species see Schumacker & Lecointe (1989). 

Pleurozia purpurea Lindb. 
The report of Scopoli (1772) (sub J ungermannia purpurea) refers to a location on 

Austrian territory, which furthermore is erroneous this species being restricted to the 
British Isles, the Far6er and SW-Norway. 

Porella canariensis (F. Weber) Bryhn 
The report for SAR by Herzog (1905), not being confirmed by herbarium specimens, 

is considered uncertain by Bischler & Jovet-Ast (1971-72). In fact, it is P. obtusata owing 
to nomenclatural confusion (DUII in litt., January, 1995). 

Porella platyphylloidea (Schwein.) Lindenb. 
The herbarium specimen (Hb De Notaris, RO), gathered by Bonnay in 1837 "in valle 

augustana" (AOS) corresponds to P. platyphylla (re v. M. A., 1993). The herbarium 
specimen (Hb De Notaris, RO) gathered by Cesa ti in 1837 "ad Verbanum" corresponds to 
P. obtusata (rev. M. A., 1993). The herbarium specimens (TR) of Venturi for TRA 
(Rabbi e Nogaré) correspond to P. platyphylla (rev. R. S., 17 May, 1994). The report for 
TOS (Montieri, Grosseto) of Murgia & Sassi (1982) is incorrect. The report for SAR 
(leg. Gennari 1858, M. Sette Fratelli, sub Madotheca thuja, Hb De Notaris, RO) of 
Bertoloni (1858-62) corresponds to P. obtusata. The reports far LIG (De Notaris 1846), 
VEN (Trevisan 1840) and LOM (De Notaris 1859) appear dubious. Since the herbarium 
specimens have not been found , both the species' ecology and the specimens rev ised up to 
now, Iead to the conclusion that P. platyphylloidea does not exist in Italy and that it has 
been confused with P. platyphylla or P. obtusata. For the molecular, morphological and 
taxonomical differences of the European spec ies of the genus Porella, consult Boisselier­
Dubayle & Bischler ( 1994) and Grolle ( 1983). 

Prasanthus suecicus (Gottsche) Lindb. 
Massalongo ( 1923) refers to the species: " In Italia trovato dal Corbière nelle Alpi 

marittime: rive del lago Tre Colpas (2 150 m.s.m.) ed alla Madonna (2250 m.s.m.)". 
These localities are in French territory. The species has not been found in Italy to date. 

Radula aquilegia (Hook . F. & Tayl.) Gott. & al. 
Reported by Rodegher ( 1896) for LOM (Val Brembana). The herbarium specimen 

[BER] corresponds to R. complanata (rev. R. S., June, 1993). 

Riccardia incurvata Lindb. 
The report for LOM (Pian di Gembro) by Andreis & Rotondi (1982) corresponds to 

R. multUida (rev. R. S., October, 1994). The report far TOS (Island of Montecristo) by

Cortini Pedrotti (1980) corresponds to R. chamaedryfolia (rev. R. S. & J. V., 23 May, 
1994). 

Riccia melitensis C. MassaI. 
Reported incorrectly by various authors for SIC. Actua\1y, "Insula Gozo, prope 

Sicilia, lego Sommier, 1906 (G)" is written on the holotype. The island of Gozo is well­
known to belong to the independent Maltese archipelago; hence the species, at least in 
terrns of strict national boundaries, cannot be ascribed to the ltalian flora, although Malta 
is included in Italy by Flora Europea and in Red Data Book for threatened Bryophytes in 
Europe and Macaronesia (Schumacker & Martiny 1995). 

Telaranea nematodes (Gott.) Howe 
Reported by Ferrarrini & Marchetti (1983) for TOS (Apuan Alps). A\1 the herbarium 

specimens correspond to Blepharostoma trichophyllum and Kurzia sylvatica (Cortini 
Pedrotti & al. 1991). 
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Doubtful species 

Barbilophozia quadriloba (Lindb.) Loeske 
The herbarium specimen [TO] of Gola for PIE (leg. Gola 1905, Baldissero Canavese) 

corresponds to B. barbata. The report for AOS by Levier (1905), not being confirmed by 
herbarium specimens, is to be considered as uncertain. 

Fimbriaria raddii Corda 
Zodda (1934) regarding this species, cites: "Specie dubbia . scoperta da Raddi presso 

Firenze e descritta da Corda. ma non più ritrovata né ivi. né altrove; né è stato possibile 
rintracciare gli esemplari autotipi" . Miiller (1906-16) writes of never having seen the 
originaI specimen and adds that the description was done by Nees, with a specimen at 
hand. 

Gymnomitrium apiculatum (Schiffn.) Mtill. Frib. 
The report by Diill (1991) for TRA is incorrect. In fact, he reports data of Miiller 

(1951-58) for Macugnaga (not Macagnuga!) referring it to South Tirol. Nevertheless , this 
locality is in PIE. However the reports for PIE by Cappelletti (1929) and for LOM by 
Matouschek (J 904) not being confirmed by herbarium specimens are considered as 
uncertain. 

Haplomitrium hookeri (Sm.) Nees 
Reported by Zodda (1934) for TRA (Bressanone at M. Riffel) and by Rodegher (1896) 

for LOM (Val Brembana). The species not reported by Miiller (1951-58) is considered 
doubtful given its ecology; however it could be found in Italy. 

J ungermannia equisetifolia 
The report for PIE (Vagna, Domodossola) by Gagliardi (1884) refers to a binomial 

unknown to Iiverwort taxonomy. The herbarium specimen has not been found. 

Jungermannia microcarpa Carringt. 
The report for PIE (Valses ia) by Gallo (1892) refers to a binomial unknown to 

Iiverwort taxonomy. The herbarium specimen has not been found . 

Jungermannia minima 
Reported by Scopoli (1772) for Carnia in Austrian territory and doubtfully by Viviani 

(1804) for LIG (Polcevera) and LAZ (Agro Romano). Viviani, referring to Scopoli's 
report, notes: "A Scopo/io tam imperfecte descripta. ut sine dubitationis nota eiusdem 
synonimon recipere non auserim".

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ConcIusions 

Considering that the hornwort and Iiverwort flora of Europe (incl. Macaronesia) 
comprises about 450 species and subspecies (excluding dozens of varieties of doubtful 
status), Italy, with up to 279 species and 5 subspecies now, appears to be one of the 
richest European countries, together with France, the British Isles and Switzerland. 

This richness will certainly increase in the near future if more field work can be 
devoted to the centraI and western ltalian Alps, which have been neglected for a century. 
From these regions, one can reasonably expect a dozen additional species (a.o. Barbilo­
phozia atlantica, B. quadriloba, Cephaloziella integerrima, Gymnomitrion apiculatum, 
Jungermannia borealis , Scapania degenii, S. gymnostophila, etc.). From some oceanic­
mediterranean areas on the west coast and on the islands, one can expect other new species 
such as Metzgeria temperata; from xeric areas in S-Italy and Sicily, some rare 
Marchantiales; from bogs and fens in the mountains, some Cephalozia and Cephaloziella. 

Thus, one can reasonaby expect that a total of over 300 species and subspecies will be 
reached within the next 10 years. 

The main obstacles to a better knowledge of the hepatic flora in Italy are: 
1 . the absence of a modem up-to-date flora or identification key; 

N.B. : This will soon be overcome by the publication of an illuwated key for 
European and Macaronesian hepatics (Schumacker & Vana 1995, in prep.); 

2. the lack of active field hepaticologists, professional or otherwise, especially in the 
northem part of the country; 

3. insufficient attention to bryophytes in the education of plant biologists , 
notwithstanding their important number (about 1200 species in ltaly), their important 
ecological role in ali ecosystems, and their great value as bioindicators (often better 
and more precise than vascular plants). 

Figures 1 and 2 indicate respectively the total number of taxa for each ltalian region 
and the percentage of that number which pre-dates 1950. Fig. I reveals that the region 
with the greatest number of taxa is Trentino-Alto Adige (224), followed by Piemonte 
(199), Lombardia (191) and Toscana (183), while this number diminished progressively, 
except for a few exceptions, as we move farther south. Comparison of Fig. I and Fig. 2 
shows that the regions with the fewest reports pre-dating 1950 are Abruzzo (1.2%), Sicilia 
(8.3%), Sardegna (12.9%), Trentino-Alto Adige (17.8 %), Lazio (22.7%) and Toscana 
(27.8%), that is the areas most explored in recent years. In addition to the negative data for 
Basilicata (94.4%) and Calabria (67.8%), the numbers for Veneto (54.6%) and Friuli­
Venezia Giulia (65.2%) are quite striking. Even though they have a high number of taxa 
(152 and 135 respectively), they also present a high percentage of old reports; this 
information confirms previously mentioned considerations. 

Another point of importance must be underlined . Although the survey of the ltalian 
bryophytes, especially hepatics, suffers from an evident lack of recent field work, it is 
nonetheless clear that, about 130 Italian hepatic species (21 % of the total), are threatened 
in Italy (based on the IUCN's criteria and the most recent data for Europe) (Schumacker & 
Martiny 1995). 

One of these species (Rad~tla visianica), which is endemic to Italy, is probably extinct 
for the world (Ex). 32 are considered to have vanished (Ev) but some of them will 
probably be retrieved - at least in limited populations - after carefully targeted research. 22 
seem vulnerable (V) and 48 are obviously rare (R). 
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The three columns on the left of the following table indicate the status of Italian 
hepatics (o and •• indicate respectively the species endemie to Europe and to Italy, while ® 
indicates the genera endemie to Europe). 

Finally, in the three columns on the right, a synthesis of the presence of species for 
Italy (It), Sardinia (Sa) and Sicily (Si) is indicated in grey: the symbol + indicates that ali 
the reports for that region pre-date 1950, while ? indicates that the species is reported 
doubtfully for that region. 

Furthermore 17 European and Macaronesian endemie species, 5 of which are 
threatened, exist in Italy. Ali together, 32 species considered as more or less threathened in 
Europe are or have been present in this country. 

Italian authorities for nature conservation have a special responsability in protecting 
them effeetively, by placing their most charaeteristie habitats under protection. Some 
regions or some sites are of partieular importance for the eonservation of the European 
bryoflora, as for instance, the Apuan Alps (Cortini Pedrotti & al. 1991), the Gran 
Paradiso National Park, the Valsesia, the Laga mountains. Some are already more or less 
protected. Others are not protected at all, and their disturbance or destruction - as in coastal 
habitats, bogs and fens, old forest and stili and running waters - continues relentlessly. 

The data offered in this criticai check-list will be further analysed by region or larger 
natural entity, from a phytogeographical point of view (Aleffi & Schumaeker, in prep.).
